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Early education is made up of direct and coherent actions on the kids, on the life context. It aims to carry out activities that lead to the development of the young child and begins with the identification and knowledge of the general and individual needs of each child.
The kindergarten, is the unit in which the instructional-educational program is open and flexible and in which the curriculum is an instrument designed to support the child's development, to adapt to his needs and particularities. The kindergarten-family-community partnership is very important for a good development of the educational process, is for the benefit of the child and is based on mutual respect, acceptance, tolerance, regardless of the educational, economic or social situation of the parents.
The mission of our kindergarten is to promote the following values: the well-being of the kids, the curiosity, the joy of the kids to learn.
The teacher has a positive attitude, an adequate language, knows how to use specific pedagogical methods, to encourage and stimulate, whenever the children need to give them confidence in their own strengths, to respond to the diversity and uniqueness of each others.
The educational environment in the kindergarten is intellectually stimulating and is achieved through: learning from equals; participation of children in choosing activities, games, toys; learning through play; flexibility of teaching-learning-evaluation strategies; educational partnerships: kindergarten-family-community; the proper organization of the environmental environment through the partnership with the family.
The curriculum is flexible in favor of the individual development of each child and is approached holistically; teachers encourage children to ask questions, stimulate thinking, open and close problems, alternative answers, mistakes are exploited by them as true learning sources. The children learn in different environments: in the educational environment, outdoors in the garden yard, as well as outside it (park, garden, museum, etc.), in the family. The teacher attaches maximum importance to the way the educational environment is arranged in the group room. It works on small groups of children, initiates and participates in children's games through free interaction. The children are taught how to behave in democratic society, how to express their opinions, desires and interests, how to become autonomous. The teacher collaborates with parents systematically and pursues the optimal and global development of preschoolers, etc.
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
