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In a time when the world is experiencing a runaway evolution, a period of globalization and continuous change, we are becoming more selfish. It is thus imperative that we educate the little ones in the spirit of human values ​​that will ensure their good integration into society. In addition to the activities carried out in kindergarten and the education received at home, volunteering is a way in which the values ​​related to the community, the good done to the neighbor can be strengthened and sustained.


Volunteering is the activity of public interest carried out on its own initiative by any natural person, for the benefit of others, without receiving a material consideration. Volunteering is a mutually beneficial exchange between people and the community. Anyone who wishes can volunteer, children, young people, adults, seniors, people with and without disabilities, people of all races and ethnicities.


Volunteering is essential in anyone's life "because if we want to live in a better world, we must contribute to its creation."
In order to decipher the mysteries of volunteering for sustainable development, teachers need to involve children even from an early age in such actions. Volunteering - at the individual or group level - is a way in which: 
- the values ​​related to the community, the service provided to the neighbor and the attachment to the neighbor can be strengthened and sustained;

- people can exercise their rights and responsibilities as members of communities, while learning and developing throughout their lives, thus realizing their full human potential;
 - we can establish connection points between the differences that separate us, so that we can live together in healthy, strong communities, and work together to identify solutions to the challenges we face and to shape our common destiny.


Through the direct participation and involvement of preschoolers, parents, teachers in these actions, volunteering has become a way for anyone to gain experience, to express themselves, to be with the community and its problems. These educational actions also contribute to the formation of children's personality, some moral values ​​and attitudes, some models of social involvement expressed through:
- knowledge and use of concepts regarding volunteering;

- expressing a creative way of thinking, in structuring and solving work tasks;

- awareness of the social and moral impact of volunteering actions;

- acquiring responsible behaviors towards the environment and implicitly with human life;

- manifesting the spirit of initiative in the voluntary actions;

The promotion of volunteering as a form of education for the rest of our lives is a response given to the need to act as responsible citizens in the community in which we live.
